Gunnery Sergeant Brian Ivers, USMC 

“Australian by birth, American by choice, and a Marine through the grace of God.” 

   Brian Ivers was born and grew up in Melbourne Australia. In 1982 he came to the United 
States with a Colorado family to attend his senior year of high school.   This was his first 
exposure to the American dream and inspired him to return for college and earn an A.A.S. 
degree in Criminal Justice from Red Rocks Community College and a Criminal Justice de-
gree from Metro State. 
   As an Australian youth, Brian endlessly watched movies about life in the United States 
which motivated him to be a US Marine. “The Sands of Iwo Jima,” starring John Wayne, 
was most influential, resulting in his enlistment in the United States Marine Corps in 1989.  
The following year Brian was conducting ground combat operations in the Persian Gulf 
War as an infantryman in a Marine rifle company. 
   A life long ambition of Brian’s was to become a US citizen.  In 1993 he was granted his 
citizenship and settled in Fort Collins, Colorado. 
   In 1994 Brian became a Police Officer for Fort Collins Police Services and continued 
with his military career as a Marine reservist.  In the following years he had three tours of 
duty in Iraq as an infantry platoon sergeant and most recently as a platoon commander. 
   For Brian becoming a citizen of the United States was the most defining event in his life.  
Living in a country where “the constitution is king, and where people have a Bill of Rights 
to protect them” is for Brian the greatest aspiration anyone could desire. 
   Brian’s ambitions have become a reality.  He is married to Heather Loomis and has three 
children; Lauren, David and George.  He is currently serving on the Fort Collins Police 
Force and is continuing his military service as a Gunnery Sergeant in the USMC reserves. 
   Brian is earning a reputation as a dynamic and motivating speaker through Northern 
Colorado focusing on his experiences in war and what it means to become a US citizen.

     My name is George C. Joseph.  I am the sole owner of Sunshine 
Dodge-Isuzu, a family owned and operated business in Melbourne, 
Florida. My family bought and paid for this automobile franchise 35 
years ago in 1974. I am the second generation to manage this busi-
ness. 
     We currently employ 50+ people and before the economic slow-
down we employed over 70 local people.  We are active in the com-
munity and the local chamber of commerce. We deal with several 
dozen local vendors on a day to day basis and many more during a 
month.  All depend on our business for part of their livelihood.  We 
are financially strong with great respect in the market place and 
community.  We have strong local presence and stability. 
     I work every day the store is open, nine to ten hours a day. I 
know most of our customers and all our employees.  Sunshine 
Dodge is my life. 
     On Thursday, May 14, 2009 I was notified that my Dodge fran-
chise, that we purchased, will be taken away from my family on 
June 9, 2009 without compensation and given to another dealer at 
no cost to them.  My new vehicle inventory consists of 125 vehicles 
with a financed balance of 3 million dollars.  This inventory be-
comes impossible to sell with no factory incentives beyond June 9,
